Exhibitors must comply with the by-laws of the RAS of NZ for 
the exhibition of Dairy Goats, and any conditions of the Society.   

At the time of entry to the Show, all exhibits must be registered 
with an Association affiliated to the RAS in the bona fide 
ownership of the exhibitor, the registered name and number 
and permanent identification being quoted on the entry form.   

Dairy Goats must not be housed for more than 48 hours prior 
to the Show. 

PRIZE MONEY 
1st $20.00, 2nd $15.00, 3rd $10.00 (except where otherwise 
stated). 
The Society reserves the right to substitute advertised prize 
money with either Product or Vouchers.  The Society reserves 
the right to provide lower prize money amounts if there are 
three entries or less in any Class.  The Society reserves the right 
to combine or substitute Classes if there are low entry numbers 
in individual Classes. 

PRIVACY ACT 
The Society holds records and names and addresses of all 
members and exhibitors and will publish these as necessary for 
media show reports unless advised. 

PROTESTS: 
All protests are to be lodged at the Secretaries office within 
30 minutes of the event.  Protests must be in writing and 
accompanied by a $50.00 cash deposit.  This will be 
refunded if the protest is upheld.  The protest shall be 
determined by the Appeals Committee.  Their decision 
shall be final and binding.  No reasons for the decision shall 
be required.  If a prize winner were afterwards disqualified, 
the Committee may, with or without the advice of the 
Judge, decide whether the next animal on the list shall gain 
the prize.
